
WHY CERT? 

Every year there are communities that fall victim to some cata-
strophic event or disaster. A disaster may take the form of an earth-
quake, a flood, high winds, a blizzard or a so called "man-made" 
disaster. During catastrophic events, the public's immediate life 
safety needs will greatly exceed the City's police, fire and emer-
gency medical response capabilities. Individuals and neighbor-
hoods will need to care for themselves until outside help is availa-
ble. The purpose of CERT training is to provide citizens with the 
basic skills to handle virtually all their own needs, and then respond 
to their community's needs in the aftermath of a disaster. 

CERT is about people helping people.  

You will learn how to take care of your family 
first and then how to do the greatest good    

for the greatest number of people. 

Through training, you will learn how to      
manage utilities, put out small fires and      

treat the three killers by opening airways,          

controlling bleeding, and treating for shock.  

Provide basic medical aid; search for           
and rescue victims safely; and organize  
themselves and spontaneous volunteers      

to be effective.
